Long Beach Marina & Quail Circle Canal:
Wednesday May 31st was the deadline for paying for the
rental slips. If you haven’t paid by now Lisa has
probably already contacted you for payment. By policy,
we can assign your annually renewable slip to someone
else so if you want to keep it, and you haven’t paid I
suggest you call Lisa immediately.

*Slips 63, 65, 67, 69, 71 & 73 at Long Beach Marina are
extra wide slips and will be charged an additional
$100.00 annual rental fee in accordance with the
approved Yacht Club Policy.
Ferry: I would like to take a minute to explain the ferry
operation, especially how the ferry finances work. It is a
bit complicated but I will try to keep it simple and
understandable.
The ferry service, like the golf operation and the marina
operation, must be operated as a business enterprise, and
as such all of these operations must be self sufficient.
The revenues derived from the services provided by
these operations must be equal to or greater than the
expenses needed to run them. In other words, we can not
use tax dollars to support any of these operations
including the ferry service.
A ferry ticket for the average passenger vehicle costs
$20.00. $4.00 of every ticket sold automatically goes
into a reserve account specifically for capital expenses
related to the ferry service. Residents, in good standing,
are eligible for a 50% discount on tickets they purchase.
$3.00 of every discount ticket sold automatically goes
into the same ferry reserve. The remaining money,
($16.00 per regular ticket and $7.00 per discount ticket),
goes toward the operation of the ferries.
The 2005 budget, approved by the town voters, actually
paid for the administrative fees associated with running
the ferry. This amounted to approximately $50,000
dollars. This year, 2006, the ferry has to be completely
self-sufficient and must pay all expenses, including all
administrative fees. When I prepared the 2006 budget I
estimated that in order to keep the same service as
provided in 2005, and meet all expenses, we would need
to increase the ticket price. As you know, this got
defeated at the town meeting which forced me to revise
the ferry operation to comply with the wishes of the

voters. The only real way to effectively reduce the
expenses on the ferry is to reduce the schedule. By
reducing the schedule, we affect labor, fuel and most of
the other operating expenses. By reducing the schedule
however we also run the risk of reducing revenue. We
need the traffic to sustain the revenue. In an effort to
bring the expenses in line with anticipated revenue, I had
to make some personnel changes as well as reduce the
operating schedule for this season. I am watching the
revenue / expenses very closely and right now the
projected expenses are less than we originally planned
but the total revenues are approximately 8% less than
last year. I will be keeping you posted as the weeks
progress.
I do want to thank everyone, coming and going, for their
patients last weekend. When I proposed the schedule
reduction, I tried to do it based on previous data which
doesn’t always work. Last weekend was an example of
that.
I also want to thank the ferry crews for their efforts to
keep the ferries shuttling and to Ross and Patty Graham
for giving up their Saturday to come in to run the second
ferry. But, I’m here to tell you that if the revenue doesn’t
increase to cover the projected expenses, I will be forced
to make additional changes.
Fire Works: We have confirmed with the Pyrotechnics
Company that Saturday July 1st is the date for the Frye
Island Fireworks Display with Sunday the 2nd as the rain
date. This is a non-budgeted event so we need your
donations to make it happen. Many Islanders are
donating to the fire works display in memory of Don
Nolen a long time resident, volunteer fire fighter, and
employee of Frye Island who passed away last fall. If
you would like to donate in Don’s name, please let the
office know when you make your donation. A bench at
the Fire Station will be dedicated in Don’s memory
during the 4th of July activities.
Town of Frye Island vs. the State of Maine: The
attorneys have finally agreed on the stipulations for the
case between Frye Island and the State of Maine. As
soon as I hear more I will let you know.
Public Hearings: We held the first public hearing to
discuss the future of the Growth Management Ordinance
with 38 property owners present plus the Board of
Selectmen / Executive Committee. The next hearing will
be held on Saturday June 17th, at 9:00 AM at the
Community Center. It appears the options being
discussed are to modify the way the process is
administered from an ever increasing waiting list to

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some type of an annual lottery, to issue a certain number
each year on a first come first served basis, or to rescind
the ordinance all together. If you have an opinion and
would like to comment please attend the meeting. If you
are unable to attend, drop me an e-mail at
wfournier@fryeisland.com and I will see that the Board
gets it.
Voting: There will be e a state-wide Primary Election on
Tuesday June 13th. The Frye Island polls will be open
from 10:00AM until 8:00 PM at the Community Center.
There will also be a vote at the same time on the SAD #6
budget. All Frye Island registered voters will be able to
vote on the SAD 6 budget. In addition, all registered
voters enrolled in the Democratic Party, the Republican
Party, or the Green / Independent party will be able to
vote for candidates in their respective parties. Sample
ballots are posted at the Administration Office for your
review. If you have any questions on the School or the
Primary elections please call the office. Absentee ballots
are available in the office if you are unable to be here to
vote in person.
We also need volunteers to help at the polls during the
day on the 13th and to count ballots after the polls close.
If you would like to help out please call the office for
more details and to sign up.
Taxes: We are approaching that time of year again when
the second half of the taxes are due. You have until June
30th to pay before interest starts accruing. I realize that it
is still a bit early but if I start reminding you now, maybe
you won’t forget.
Moose: We have a report of a moose on the Island. If
you see it please be very careful. A moose can be
extremely dangerous and this one is reported to be very
skittish which makes it even more unpredictable.
Police and Safety: Fire and rescue responded to 3
incidents last week. A woman from Leisure Lane was
transported to the hospital by Raymond Rescue with
symptoms similar to those of a heart attack. A woman
walked into the Fire Station during the Sunday training
session seeking assistance, she was treated and released.
And, sparks were reported from trees in contact with
power lines on Sunset. CMP was called and they had the
trees trimmed. We thank all of the volunteers for their
service.

Are You On Time?
Did you miss the boat by seconds? Don’t get mad, check
the outside clock on the end of the ferry trailer, the ferry
service strives to be an “on time” service and departs
according to the “radio controlled” clock on the trailer. If
the ferry is still within the slipway and the boat deck can
accept an additional vehicle, without rearranging said
vehicles, the captain will return to load you (this does
not apply when two boats are running).

Contractors
The ferry will allow commercial vehicles to use the ferry
during pre and post season weekends, (with some
restrictions).

Remember that concrete trucks and oversize loads need
to have prior clearance or they must wait until they can
be transported without “bumping off of the ferry a
property owner”.

Disposal of Cleared Growth
It has been noted that many landowners/ homeowners
have cleared forest growth on their property but have not
disposed of it properly. This is in violation of the State
of Maine, Laws of the Fire Service protocols. This is a
serious infraction due to the possibility of the ignition of
highly combustible slash and the spread of a fire into
forest growth and residential areas.
Property owners are required to dispose of this slash
properly within a certain timeframe. The Town Fire
Warden is compiling a list of property owners in
violation of this law. Property owners will be notified in
the near future if they are in violation. Following is an
excerpt from the laws governing the disposal of slash.
Note: Code Officer Paul White reminds us also that
disposing of leaves or brush and dumping on other
peoples’ undeveloped property or town property is not
permitted.

State of Maine Laws for the Fire Service
Department of Public Safety
Office of the State Fire Marshal
Slash defined
For the purpose of this Part, “slash” is defined as
branches, bark, tops, chunks, cull logs, uprooted stumps
and broken or uprooted trees and shrubs left on the
ground as a result of logging, right-of-way construction
or maintenance and land clearance.
Disposal; along highways (roadways)
All slash resulting from such cutting of forest growth
shall not remain on the ground within the right-of-way
or within 50 feet of the nearer side of the shoulder of the
right-of-way.
Disposal; along land bordering on another
All slash resulting from such cutting or forest growth
shall not remain on the ground within 25 feet of the
property line, providing that the director on his own
initiative or upon written complaint of another declares
that the situation constitutes a fire hazard.

Disposal; by dwelling houses
The director may require the removal of slash within 100
feet of buildings and trailers currently used for human
occupancy when, in his judgment, such slash constitutes
an unusual hazard endangering other property through
the setting or spreading of forest fires.
Disposal; manner of
All slash resulting from cutting of forest growth shall be
removed the required distances under this Article and
scattered or chipped and not piled in windrows within 30
days after cutting or within 30 days of notification to
remove, as provided.
Prohibition
Failure to comply with the slash disposal requirements
of this Article shall subject the person responsible to a
penalty as set forth in section 9701.
Jurisdiction and Penalties
9701. Penalty
Unless otherwise specifically stated, any person who
violates any requirements of this Part, the condition or
terms of any permit or license issued by the director or
the provision of any rule or regulation of the bureau
commits a civil violation for which forfeiture not to
exceed $1,000 may be adjudged. Each day of a violation
shall be considered a separate offense.
12/9701 Hindering state forest ranger or town forest fire
warden
Any person who prevents or obstructs, or attempts to
prevent or obstruct, a state forest ranger or town forest
fire warden in the performance of his duties or the
exercise of the rights of entry, access or examination by
any state forest ranger or town forest fire warden shall,
notwithstanding section 9701, be guilty of a Class E
crime.
