Island Manager’s Comments
Greetings Everyone,

Water Level: | mentioned a couple weeks ago that
SAPPI Fine Paper in Westbrook has the operating
license for the Eel Weir Dam at the outlet of Sebago
Lake. Thislicense requires them to maintain the lake
level within the guide lines set forth in the license. This
license also requires them to lower the lake level below
an elevation of 261 feet at least two yearsin every nine
years.

| have talked to Tom Howard, who manages the lake
level program for SAPPI a couple more times this week
to try to determine if he had any better predictions for
the lake level and unfortunately he didn’t. He did
reiterate that his goal wasto get to the 261.5' level by
the end of October and 261’ by the end of November.
The ramp Area on the mainland appears to be the
[imiting factor. Somewherein the 261.5' to 261’ range
theferries, both the operating ferry and the lay-up ferry,
will be sitting on the bottom. We had the design
engineer in to review the limits of the gantry system and
were told that the safe lower operating limit for larger
vehicleswas at elevation 262.3'.This would include fire
trucks. Based on this and the fact that we have work to
do on the island ramp and gantry system that we need to
accomplish while the water level islow, the decision
was made to shut down the island on October 22 this
year.

| will admit that there is alot of uncertainty about the
total affect the low levelswill have on the whole
operation but the conclusion reached at this time was to
be safe rather than sorry. When we start trying to operate
a system around the fringes of its design, it isimpossible
to predict all of the problemsthat could occur. When
conditions create a concern about our ability to transport
people and equipment safely the responsible decision is
to shut down early.

As stated before, Sappi hasto reach thislow level twice
every nine years. We will be checking the entire
operation thisfall to identify what we can do to
minimize, eliminate if possible, having to shut down
early in the future. This creates some inconvenience for
many of us but as| said, because of the uncertainty of
our ability to transport everyone safely and the need to
complete some of the scheduled work, | think the
responsible thing to do isto shut down normal operation
on October 22™ We appreciate your understanding.

Taxes: We sent out the 30 day noticesto al delinquent
tax payers. The next step isto placealien on the
property. These liens will be recorded at the Cumberland
County registry on October 13" for all propertiesthat are

not paid by then. If you got a notice, please pay the taxes
promptly to avoid the lien / foreclosure process.

Annual Meeting: The Annua Town Mesting is coming
up tomorrow. Registration begins at 8:15 AM and the
meeting begins at 9:00 AM. Please don’t wait until the
last minute to register so that we can get the meeting
started on time.

Cameras: If you haven't noticed, we have 2 cameras set
up showing the ferry terminals on the mainland and the
island. Y ou can access these cameras at our website. To
log-in, the user is*user” and the password is “user”. We
can only support 20 users at atime so if you go on to
check the traffic, please log-off when you are doneto
allow othersto use the service.

Elections: The Federal, State and County elections will
be held Tuesday November 7". Absentee ballots are now
availablein the office. If you wish to vote in person, the
pollswill be open at the ferry trailer beginning at
10:00AM and closing at 8:00 PM.

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Luther Blount, 90; inventor and boat builder owned cruise lines

Approaching 85 — after dec-
ades as a boat builder, cruise line
operator, ship’s captain, inventor,
and trombonist — Luther Blount
finally decided the time had come
to retire.

Two years later, he was back at
work, commuting by bicycle to the
offices of his businesses — which
included a shipyard, American Ca-
nadian Caribbean Line, and Bay
Queen Cruises — from a second-
floor residence where he had lived
on his company’s property in War:
ren, R.I. :

“Dad definitely lived every day
to the fullest,” said his daughter,
Nangcy, of Barrington, R.I.

“And he was always working.
There was not a time when my fa-
ther’s mind wasn’t going a thou-
sand miles a minute, He was al-
ways juggling everything and
always trying to think how to
make it better — how to invent
something to make it better”

From ship’s hulls and propel-
lers to a 1-pint toilet designed for
boats and a durable type of thread,
Mr. Blount’s inventions are still in
use on the seas and on dry land.

Mr. Blount died Sunday at
Rhode Island Hospital, from
which he had signed himself out
earlier in the month to celebrate
his 90th birthday.

“He wanted to make sure he
would have his party;” his daugh-
ter Joanne Dahmer of Tiverton,
R.I, said with alaugh.

In the months before reaching
that milestone, though, it was Mr.
Blount who handed out presents.

As a philanthropist, Mr. Blount
had donated millions to every-
thing from land preservation to
aquaculture research — a passion
since he worked as a young man in
his grandfather’s shellfish busi-
ness.

Earlier this year he donated the
Niagara Prince, a $6.5 million ship
he had built and used in one of his
cruise line companies, to Went-
worth Institute of Technology in
Boston, Rhode Island College, and
Roger Williams University in Bris-
tol, R.I,

The three schools, along with
Bryant University in Smithfield,
R.I, had awarded honorary doc-
torates to Mr. Blount, who had
graduated from Wentworth with
an associate’s degree in 1937. And
in April, he had attended the
ground breaking at Roger Wil-
liams for the Luther Blount Shell-
fish Hatchery and Oyster Restora-
tion Center.

With 21 patents to his name,
Mr. Blount was tinkering and in-
venting until the end. At the ship-
vard he had kept storage space for
contraptions in progress and those
that never quite worked. Although
he had tried his hand at retire-
ment, he knew he wasn’t cut out
for kicking back.

“Once a guy quits, he doesn’t
last two, three more years,” he said
in an interview with The Boston
Globe in 1999, when he was 83
years old.-

Mr. Blount was born in War-
ten, the eldest of two brothers,
and as a teenager he built his first
vessel: a pine-and-canvas kayak.

Graduating from Barrington
High School, he went on to Went-
worth, creating hand-carved duck
jewelry pins that he sold out of his
Dippy Duck Widdle Shop in his
hometown. Over the next few
years, Mr. Blount also worked for
his grandfather’s oyster company,
designed jewelry, was a machinist
at a mill, and became a plant engi-
neer in Connecticut.

He married Mary Ellen Hustad
in 1943, and served briefly in the
Army before returning to New
England. While working for his
brother’s seafood company, Mr.
Blount’s inventive side blossomed
and he created a steaming process
to open clams.

“My memory of him as a child
was that we'd be at the dinner ta-
ble talking, and Luther would al-
ways be in another world, dream-
ing of another invention,” said his
daughter Julie of Warren. “He was
always tinkering and his mind
would be somewhere else.”

Ships were part of the family
history, however, and it was only a
matter of time before Mr. Blount
returned to the building ways he
first sampled as a teenager.

“His great-grandfather was lost
at sea off the North Carolina coast
in 1863,” said his daughter Marcia
of Warren. “They were bringing
cattle down to the Union Army.”

In 1949, Mr. Blount started
building vessels, among them
Miss Liberty, a ferry used by the
Circle Line in New York City. His
company had constructed the
100th of more than 300 vessels
built in his lifetime by 1964.

Noting that he was receiving
lots of orders for ferries and sight-
seeing boats, Mr. Blount decided
to diversify.

- “It took me a long time,” he
said in 1999, “but I finally figured
out that the people buying my
boats were making more money
than I was.”

He opened the company that
later became American Canadian
Caribbean Line, and followed that
about a decade later with the Bay
Queen dinner cruises.

Mr. Blount delved into restor-
ing the oyster population in Rhode
Island’s Narragansett Bay while he
was building his businesses.

“QOur shorelines are being so
tragically polluted by industrial
waste that you want to cry,” he told
the Globe in 1970. “It is brutal and
it’s the only significant threat to
the return of the oyster”

His love of wildlife also extend-
ed to ducks, the models for his
jewelry. Mr. Blount could identify
the gender and species of a flying
duck from a great distance, said
his son, Bill of Nantucket.

During his brief retirement,
Mr. Blount founded Ocean Bones,
a trombone ensemble. From an
early age, he had played trombone
in church, and his instrument will
be on hand during his funeral
service tomorrow. His two mar-
riages ended in divorce, and in the
past few years he and his first wife
had begun to date again.

About a week before he died,
Mr. Blount bought a refrigerator
and freezer.

“He was going to live forever,”
his daughter Julie said. “He always
thought ahead”

In addition to his four daugh-
ters and son, Mr. Blount leaves
eight granddaughters, six grand-
sons, a great-granddaughter, and a
great-grandson.

A funeral service will be held at
10 a.m. tomorrow in First United
Methodist Church in Warren.
Burial will be in Prince’s Hill Cem-
etery in Barrington, R.I.

| know that there are many of you that haven’t been able to cometo the
island lately and probably haven't heard that Sappi Fine Papers will be
lowering the lake level to an elevation of 261" beginning October 1st. Sappi
has the FERC license to operate the Eel Weir Dam at the outlet of the lake.
This license requires that they lower the lake level to an elevation of 261 feet
twicein nine years and thisis one of those years. At an elevation of 261 feet,
the ferries will be on the bottom on the mainland. An elevation of 262 fest,
which we anticipate to be on the weekend of October 22, is below the safe
operating level for larger vehicles which includes emergency vehicles. For
that reason, and the fact that the hinges and the apron on theisland ferry
ramp have to be repaired this fal, the Island will close for the season on
Sunday October 22nd this year.

The last ferry will run from the Island to the Mainland at 9:00 PM that day.

Marina:

We have made arrangements to have the docks at the Long Beach Marina
removed on Sunday and Monday, October 15" & 16". Please have your boat
out of the Marinano later than Thursday, October 12"
